This highly participatory one credit course will explore the Broadway phenomenon Dear Evan Hansen. Throughout the
course we will discuss the themes, staging, meaning and cultural context of this performance. We will discuss the impact
that it has had on audiences all over and after viewing the performance, we will finish the semester discussing the
performance in the context of the course. Please note that the content of the performance, and by extension some of the
conversations in class, will include discussions of suicide. If that is a topic that you are uncomfortable discussing, please
meet with the instructor no later than the first day of class.

1. Explore the performance from the perspective of the show writers
2. Analyze the impact this performance has had on past audiences
3. Discuss how the performance affects current audiences
